FROM THE MINISTER’S DESK

As you probably know by now,
this will be my last year as minister of
St. Paul’s. I plan to finish my ministry
in February 2012. Evelyn will retire
earlier from her position as church
secretary this coming summer.

We have decided to give
sufficient notice of our departure to
allow for a smooth and orderly
transition. Hopefully, a new secretary
will be in place by the fall, allowing
her/him plenty of time to become
familiar with the job before next
February. This will also allow Session,
Board and Congregation ample time to
contemplate the future pattern of
ministry for St. Paul’s and be well-

attending and serving St. Paul’s, albeit
in a more low-profile way, seeking to
support the future ministry that
evolves. I will only be involved in any
ministerial capacity (baptisms,
weddings, funerals) at the express
invitation of the interim-moderator,
interim-minister or future minister of
St. Paul’s. Evelyn and I have both
enjoyed serving you all these years.
We have made many friends — and we
look forward to continuing our long
and happy relationship.

At the present time, a Session
committee is working on the routine
task of revising the communion roll.
The primary purpose is to encourage
non-attenders to return and become
part of the congregation once more —
or, if they are attending another church
in Peterborough or elsewhere, to allow
us to send them a membership
certificate.

One part of revising the roll is
determining who are members and
who are adherents. Some of our
congregation attend services regularly,
contribute generously of their time,
talents and money to the church’s
work, but have never formally become
members. We know of some who are

in this category but not all. If you are
an adherent and would like to become
a communicant member, please let me
know. It’s important to remember,
when it comes to calling a new
minister to St. Paul’s sometime in the
future, only those who are
communicant members in  good
standing will be able to vote.

Douglas, our Music Director, and
I are currently working on an
alternative worship service during
which, departing from our traditional
order of worship, we are inviting
volunteers from the congregation to
choose a favourite hymn and talk
about it for a few moments before we
sing it. What about you? Do you have
a favourite hymn? Would you be
willing to speak about it, sharing with
the congregation a little about the
background to this hymn and, most
important, what it means to you and
your faith?
